THE KINTBURY TENNIS CLUB

CONSTITUTION AND RULES

1. Name and Objects.
The Club, founded in 1948 shall be named "The Kintbury Tennis
Club" and shall have for its objectives the provisions of lawn

tennis, social and other facilities for its Members.

2. Constitution.

The Club is constituted by these Rules as a Non-profit-making
Members' Club. In no circumstances during the continuance of the
Club, nor at, nor after its dissolution, shall any assets or
surplus funds be distributed to any Member, or other person, nor
to any organisation which is not itself either constituted as

non-profit-making or a charity.

3. Affiljation.
a. The Club shall seek affiliation to The Lawn Tennis
Association through the Berkshire Lawn Tennis Association
and shall adopt and conform to the Rules of these

organisations in so far as they can apply.

b. The Club shall form part of the Gladstone Memorial
Trust, Kintbury and shall pay rent to the said Trust for
use of the tennis courts, adjoining grounds and ancillary
facilities and services. The said rent is to be agreed
with the Management Committee of the Gladstone Memorial
Trust, and shall adopt and conform to any Rules and

Regulations imposed thereby.



4., Number of Members.

There is no restriction to the number of Club Members except as

detailed in Rule 9c.

5. Clagsses of Memberghip.

There shall be the following classes of membership.

Class A Full Members Players over 16 years of age.

Class B Student Members Players 16 years of age but under
21 who are in full time education.

Class C Junior Members Children under 16 years of age in full
time education. Children under 12 years must be
supervised by a Full Member or Student Member.

Class D Family Membership Family groups comprising of parent
or parents and child or children who qualify for junior
membership

6. riptions and En n Fe

a. All rates of annual subscriptions for the classes of

membership and entrance fees shall be in accordance with

published decisions made at each Annual General Meeting.

b.

Every Full, Student and Junior Member must, as part of

the Club subscription, pay a Player's Contribution, which

the Club passes on to the County LTA. The rates of

contribution are decided annually at the A.G.M. of The Lawn

Tennig Association. This subscription is incorporated in

the Club Annual Subscription



within 14 days. Alternatively it may be paid with the
membership application, in which case (i) it will be repaid
if election to membership does not take place; (ii) at the
discretion of the Honorary Secretary and one other
Committee Member, the candidate may be allowed to use the
Club pending the Committee's consideration of his

application.

f. For a new member, after the end of August the Committee
may at their discretion accept a proportionately reduced

subscription for the part-year.

7. Match Fees
Match fees are collected to cover the cost of tennis balls and
are payable at each match by all team players. The fee will be

determined at the AGM and published.
